THE LAST THREE MESSAGES FOR THE WORLD: 
WHAT ARE THEY? 

 
In Revelation 14:6-13 Jesus revealed to the Apostle John the last three messages for the world. The 
first message consists of four urgent appeals; the second consists of an urgent announcement; and 
the third consists of an urgent warning of the consequences received by those who don’t comply 
with the first and second messages. 
 
Directions: Read the Bible texts at the end of each statement, then circle TRUE or FALSE, or FILL 
IN THE BLANKS. PRAY FIRST! 
 

1. The four urgent appeals of the first message are to:  F _ _ _ God; give G _ _ _ _ to Him; prepare 
for the hour of His J _ _ _ _ _ _ _ is come; and W_ _ _ _ _ _ Him that made heaven, and earth, 
and the sea, and the fountains of water. (Revelation 14:6-7) 

2. To fear God is equivalent to keeping His C _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _. (Ecclesiastes 12:13-14) 
3. To give glory to God involves our dietary habits and lifestyle choices. (I Corinthians 10:31;3:16-

17; III John 1:2)         TRUE-FALSE 
4. The true God is the Creator of the world and everything in it. He is the only One that we should 

worship. (Exodus 20:3)        TRUE-FALSE 
5. There is a true way of worshiping God and a false way of worshiping Him. The Ten 

Commandments defines true worship. The 1st Commandment tells us Who to Worship, the 2nd 
Commandment tells us What Not to Worship, and the 4th Commandment tells us When to 
Worship and Rest. We are to do it on the Sabbath Day, which is the 7th day of the week—
Saturday. (John 4:24; Exodus 20:1-17)      TRUE-FALSE 

6. The urgent announcement of the second message is: B _ _ _ _ _ _ is F _ _ _ _ _ is F _ _ _ _ _. 
(Revelation 14:8) 

Note: The word “Babylon” is not referring to the ancient Kingdom of Babylon, which was 
destroyed in 539 BC. In Revelation it means confusion! The word Babylon comes from the 
word Babel as in Gen 11; when God confused the language of the people who tried to build a 
tower that would reach heaven, in defiance of Him. So this Babylon of Rev. symbolizes the 
religious world that has fallen into a state of confusion. 

7. Religious confusion is when a religious system teaches false doctrines to the world, and deceives 
people into believing that a man is God and should be worshiped. (II Thessalonians 2:3-4) 
           TRUE-FALSE 

Note: The “Wine of the Wrath of her Fornication” is the false doctrines that Babylon is 
teaching. In the natural sense, fornication is immoral sexual behavior, which includes being  
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unfaithful to your spouse. And in the spiritual sense, fornication is being unfaithful to Jesus 
Christ. Just like drinking wine can cause us to fall and be unfaithful to our spouse, drinking 
the wine of false doctrine will cause us to fall and be unfaithful to Jesus. The wine or false 
doctrines that have intoxicated the religious world and is causing so many professed 
Christians to be unfaithful to Jesus and fall are: 
 
 False Doctrines     Contradict  Scriptures  
 

1. The immortality of the soul    Eze. 18:4 -The soul that sins shall die 
2. An eternal burning hell    Mal. 4:1-3-Wicked will be burned to ashes 
3. Ten Commandments done away with  Matt. 5:17- Jesus didn’t come to destroy 
4. Invocation of saints     I Tim 2:5- One mediator—Jesus 
5. The Immaculate Conception   Rom. 3:23- All have sinned 
6. Penance- good works    Eph. 2:8-9- Saved by grace through faith 
7. Purgatory      John 5:28-29- Dead go to the grave until 

          the resurrection 
8. The selling of Indulgences for forgiveness  I John 1:9- Confess sins to God 
9. Sunday sacredness     Gen. 2:1-3; Exo. 20:8-11 –the 7th day  

          Sabbath—Saturday not Sunday 
8. God has many sincere people in Babylon being taught confused and dangerous false doctrines, 

and they don’t realize it. But this Second Message tells them to come out. (Revelation 18:2-5) 
           TRUE-FALSE 

9. The third and last message to the world is an urgent warning of the consequences received by 
those who refuse to obey the first and second messages. What are the consequences? (Revelation 
14:9-10) Ans. The W _ _ _ _ of God without M _ _ _ _ _ _; F _ _ _ and B _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _. 

10. A part of the wrath of God is the seven last plagues. (Revelation 15:1; 16:1-21) TRUE-FALSE 
11. God has promised to protect those who obey and serve Him from these plagues by placing His 

Seal upon their foreheads/in their minds. (Psalm 91:10; Revelation 7:2-3) TRUE-FALSE 
12. There will only be two groups of people when Jesus returns. One group are those who fear God, 

give Him glory, prepare for the judgment, worship Him the way He commands to be worshiped, 
and receive His Seal. The other group are those who obey the false doctrines of Babylon, 
worship the beast and his image, and receive his mark in their forehead or in their hand. Which
